12 — Business

How can QR codes make my business run smoother?

QR codes save time by cutting out the steps in between. Instead of typing a web address or filling in a
paper form, someone scans and they're there. That means quicker check-ins, faster access to the right
page, and a lot less paper to keep track of day to day.

Are QR codes safe to use in my business?

They're as safe as the page they open. Point your codes at links that start with https, check now and then
that they still go where you expect, and pick a dynamic code when you want to keep an eye on a
destination over time. The code itself just opens a web page — the safety comes from where it leads.

Are QR codes worth it for a business?

It depends what you use them for, but the wins are usually the same: less money spent reprinting,
customers who get what they need faster, and real numbers on how your printed materials are doing.
Plenty of businesses notice the payoff in the first few months.

Should my business use static or dynamic QR codes?

Pick a dynamic code when the destination might change or you want to see how it's doing — you can
update the link and check scan numbers without reprinting. A static code is great for things that never
move, like your WiFi details or a fixed phone number. Static codes are free forever; the editable, trackable
dynamic ones are a paid upgrade.

Do QR codes work with the tools my business already uses?

Most of the time you don't need anything fancy. A QR code just opens a web page, so it works with
whatever already lives at that link — a booking page, a payment page, a sign-up form. Point the code at
the page you already use and you're set.

How do I get my team comfortable using QR codes?

Show people the handful of ways you'll actually use codes, write a short one-pager they
can glance at, and let one or two keen folks help everyone else settle in. Once people see how quick it is,
it clicks fast.

What if my customers don't know how to scan a QR code?

Put a short line of instructions right next to the code (“point your camera here”), keep a few paper menus
on hand for anyone who'd rather, and have your staff lend a hand. These days most phones scan straight
from the camera, so it's second nature for most people.

Can a QR code handle complicated orders?

The code just opens whatever page you choose, so it can lead to a full ordering page with sizes, sides,
allergy notes, and special requests — as detailed as the page behind it allows. The QR code's only job is
to get the guest there quickly.

Are QR code payments safe at a restaurant?

If your code leads to a proper payment page, that page handles security the same careful way a card
machine does. The QR code only opens the page — it never sees or stores card details itself. Just be
sure to send people to a trusted, secure checkout.

Are restaurant QR codes worth the trouble?

The savings add up: no more reprinting menus, tables turn over a bit faster, orders come out more
accurate, and you start to learn what's popular. Most restaurants feel the difference within a few months.

Can QR codes work for outdoor dining?

Yes! Just protect the code from the weather — a laminated card or a waterproof sticker does the trick.
Print it big enough to scan easily and keep it dark on a light background so it reads well in bright sun or
low light.

6 — Healthcare

Are QR codes safe for healthcare information?

They can be, as long as the page behind the code is built for healthcare — meaning it's encrypted, locked
down, and meets the privacy rules you have to follow. The code just opens that page, so the care goes
into choosing a trusted, compliant system to send people to.

How can QR codes speed up patient check-in?

A code on the door or a form lets patients start checking in from their own phone, so there's less waiting
around, less paperwork at the desk, and fewer people crowding the front counter.

Can QR codes hold emergency medical information?

Yes. A code on a medical ID card or bracelet can open a page with the essentials first responders need
— allergies, medications, conditions, and who to call. It's a quick way to share important details when
seconds count.

What if a patient doesn't have a smartphone?

Always keep a non-phone option open — paper forms, a hand from staff, or a check-in computer in the
waiting room. No one should miss out on care because they don't have a phone.

How do healthcare QR codes protect privacy?

Send people to a private, encrypted page that only shares what's truly needed, keeps a record of who
looked at what, and asks for the patient's consent. The less information on the page, the less there is to
worry about.

Are healthcare QR codes worth it?

The payoff usually shows up as less time on admin, smoother check-ins, fewer missed appointments, and
patients who feel well looked after. Most practices see it within a few months.

9 — Printing

What file format is best for printing QR codes?

For the sharpest result, use a vector file like SVG or EPS — it stays crisp at any size, from a sticker to a
billboard. If you need a regular image, a PNG at 300 DPI or higher works well. PDF is handy when you're
dropping the code into a finished layout for the printer.

How small can a QR code be and still scan?

About 15mm across (a touch over half an inch) is the smallest that still scans reliably up close. A rough
rule for distance: take the code's width and multiply by ten — that's about how far away someone can
scan it. So a 2cm code reads from roughly 20cm.

Why won't my printed QR code scan?

Usually it's one of a few things: not enough contrast, printed too small, fuzzy print quality, or not enough
plain white space around the edges. Keep it dark on a light background, give it a little breathing room, and
always test a printout before you order a big batch.

What resolution do I need to print a QR code?

Aim for at least 300 DPI if you're using an image file. Better still, use a vector file like SVG or EPS —
there's no resolution to fuss over, so it stays sharp no matter how big you print it. That's the safer choice,
especially for large prints.

What resolution do I need for large format QR code printing?

For big jobs like posters, banners, or billboards, reach for a vector file (SVG or EPS) — it has no
resolution limit, so the code stays crisp at any size. If you have to use an image, export a PNG at 300 DPI
or more at the actual printed size. And remember scanning is about size and distance too: make the code
wide enough that its width times ten covers how far away people will be.

Why does my QR code get gaps or white lines between the squares when
I resize it?
That's a quirk of some QR generators — they build the code out of lots of separate little squares, so when
you scale or print it, thin white lines can sneak in between them. That's why people end up patching
codes by hand. Easy QR doesn't do that. Our codes come out as one clean, solid shape, SVG included,
so they stay seamless at any size with no touch-ups.

Can I print QR codes in color?

Yes, just keep plenty of contrast between the code and its background. A dark code on a light background
is the safe bet. Steer clear of low-contrast pairings like yellow on white or red on black — phones really
struggle with those.

How do I make sure QR codes print correctly in CMYK?

Switch your colors to CMYK before you send the file off. Use solid 100% black (the K channel) for the
code and keep the background clear at 0%, so the contrast stays strong. Run a quick test print to be sure
it looks right.

How do I make a QR code for a PDF?

A QR code can't actually hold a whole PDF inside it, so the trick is to put the file online and point the code
at it. Upload your PDF to Google Drive, Dropbox, or your own website, set it so anyone with the link can
open it, copy that link, and paste it into the Easy QR generator. Download your high-resolution code and
you're done — a scan opens the PDF right on the phone. Use a static code for a file that won't change, or
a dynamic code if you might swap the PDF later without reprinting.

29 — General

How can QR codes make a wedding nicer for guests?

QR codes make the little things easier on the day — guests can find the schedule, share their photos, or
pull up details in a tap. They're a fun, low-key way to keep everyone in the loop without handing out a
stack of paper.

What if wedding guests don't know how to scan a QR code?

Add a friendly line of instructions next to each code, ask a couple of phone-savvy guests to help out, and
keep a printed backup nearby. Most phones scan straight from the camera these days, so it's easier than
people expect.

Can QR codes fit nicely into wedding decor?

Definitely. You can match the code to your colors and tuck it onto place cards, programs, or signs so it
blends right in with your theme. It doesn't have to look techy — it can be as pretty as the rest of your
stationery.

Can QR codes help collect wedding photos?

Pop a code on the tables that opens a shared album, and guests can add their snaps as the night goes
on. No chasing everyone afterward — you end up with the whole day from every angle in one place.

Are wedding QR codes private for guests?

Yes, as long as you choose a trusted album or page and set the sharing the way you want it. Keep it to
the people you mean to include, and respect any guests who'd rather not have their photos or details
shared.

How much do wedding QR codes cost?

Static QR codes are free forever, which covers a lot of wedding uses — sharing a schedule, a photo
album link, or your registry.

A QR code is that little square pattern you scan with your phone's camera. It can hold all sorts of things
— a website link, contact details, your WiFi login — and pulls them up in a moment, with no typing
required.

How do I scan a QR code on my iPhone?

On an iPhone, just open the Camera app and aim it at the code. A little banner pops up at the top — tap it
and it'll open the link or do whatever the code is set up to do.

How do I scan a QR code on my iPad?

Same as the iPhone: open the Camera app on your iPad and point it at the code. A notification appears
— give it a tap to open the link.

How do I scan a QR code on my Android phone?

On most Android phones, open the Camera app and hold it over the code. It'll spot the code on its own
and show you a link to tap.

How do I scan a QR code on my Samsung phone?

On a Samsung, open the built-in Camera app and point it at the code. The camera picks it up
automatically and offers you the link.

Can I change a QR code after printing?

Yes — with a dynamic QR code you can change where it leads after it's printed, with no reprinting
needed. On easyqr.ca, a dynamic code uses technology to point to any link you choose, and you can
update that link whenever you like from your account.

Can I redirect a QR code to a new link?

Of course! A dynamic QR code from easyqr.ca can be pointed at a new link any time. Because the code
is managed through your account, you can change where it leads without reprinting your posters, cards,
or signs.

Do QR codes work for special education needs?

Yes. A code can open audio versions, visual aids, or other supportive tools, helping you offer the same
material in whatever form works best for each learner.

6 — Real Estate

How do QR codes help bring in real estate leads?

A code on a sign or flyer lets interested buyers scan for the property details and leave their info — a
contact form, a request to view, or a note on what they're after. With a dynamic code you can also see
how much interest a listing is pulling in.

What should I put in a property QR code?

Lead it to the things buyers want: photos, the price, the key specs, a virtual tour, your contact details,
viewing times, and a feel for the neighborhood. Make sure it all looks good on a phone, and keep it up to
date.

Can QR codes work on outdoor real estate signs?

Yes — just use a weatherproof material and keep strong, dark-on-light contrast. Size it for the distance
people will scan from; on a yard sign that usually means at least 2 to 3 inches. Test it from the sidewalk
before the sign goes up.

How do I track QR code performance in real estate?

A dynamic code shows you scan numbers, locations, devices, and timing. Pair that with your leads and
viewing requests and you can see which listings and signs are actually working.

Are QR codes safe for sharing property documents?

They can be, if the page behind the code is secure and you control who gets in — use a password for
anything sensitive and follow your local real estate rules. The code only opens the page; the page handles
the protection.

Are QR codes worth it in real estate?

The upsides usually include less spent on printing, leads coming in faster, a nicer experience for buyers,
clearer tracking, and more viewing requests — often paying off within a few months.

6 — Casinos

How do casinos use QR codes on the gaming floor?

Casinos use them all over the floor — signing players up for rewards and promotions, registering for
tournaments, linking guests to your ticketing provider for shows, ordering food and drinks at the table,
helping people find their way to amenities, and putting responsible gaming resources like GameSense a
scan away.

Can we update a printed promotion QR code without reprinting the
signage?
Yes. A dynamic code lets you change where it leads after it's printed, so the same poster, table tent, or
wall decal can point to whatever promotion, tournament, or show is on that week. You'll get scan analytics
for each code, too.

How can casinos measure the lift from a printed promotion?

Every dynamic code reports its scans — counts, times, devices, and country — so you can compare the
code on the slot bank against the ones on lounge tables and at the front door, and see which spots really
drive sign-ups and visits.

Are QR codes a good fit for responsible gambling messaging?

Yes. A code on player-facing signage is a quick, low-pressure way to surface responsible gaming info,
self-exclusion programs, and helpline numbers — no typing a web address, no reaching for a brochure.

Can QR codes promote concerts and entertainment in our venue?

Yes. Codes are great for sharing show lineups, performer details, table reservations at your restaurants,
and post-show guest feedback. As your entertainment calendar rotates, you can update what each code
leads to.

Can QR codes help re-engage players who already visited?

Your scan data shows which spots brought guests in, so you can follow up through the player marketing
system you already use. Change what's behind the same printed code to match the campaign — a
welcome offer one month, a tournament invite the next.
